Immediate Past President

At the end of the term as Chapter President, or in the event that a new Chapter President assumes responsibility for the role during the term, the outgoing Chapter President succeeds into the office of Immediate Past President.  The Immediate Past President serves as an advisor to the Chapter President and Chairs the Nominating Committee.  All files, documentation, information, will be passed to the new Chapter President.
Roles and Responsibilities:
· Advise/assist the Chapter President in directing the activities of Officers towards achieving Chapter goals and objectives and liaison with PMI if and when required.   

· Advise/assist in preparation and conduct of any special projects, seminars or meetings in support of other Board members, or in liaison with any project manager appointed for a specific project, which the Chapter decides to undertake.   

· Chair the Nominating Committee and ensure adherence to the nomination policy and procedures.   

· Maintain and deliver all permanent records from the office of Chapter President and assist the current Chapter President as required.
